Air Quality – Objectionable Odors
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Resource Concern Definition – Land use and management operations produce offensive smells.
Resource Condition Quality Criteria  - Land use and management do not contribute to, or increase, the risk for offensive levels of odor in the air. Odors generated from normal activities are of a density, duration, and direction of movement that precludes contributing to a sustained odor problem. State air quality standards are met.
