Air Quality – Undesirable Air Movement
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Resource Concern Definition – Wind velocities (too little or too much) reduce animal or plant productivity, impact human comfort and increase energy consumption.
Quality Criteria – Land use and management do not negatively affect air movement for humans, plants, and animals. Where possible, land use and management provides optimum air movement for humans, plants and animals.
