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Resource Concern Description – Excessive pest damage to plants including that from undesired plants, diseases, animals, soil borne pathogens, and nematodes.
This concern addresses invasive plant, animal and insect species.
Planning Criteria – Plant pests, including noxious and invasive species are managed to meet client objectives.
1. On pastureland the insect and disease pressure element score is ≥ 4 and the site adaptation element score is ≥ 4.
2. On all other land uses pest damage to plants is below economic or environmental thresholds, or client-identified criteria.
