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Resource Concern Description – Plant productivity, vigor and/or quality negatively impact other resources or do not meet yield potential due to improper fertility, management or plants not adapted to site.
This includes addressing pollinators and beneficial insects.
Planning Criteria – Land use and management do not limit the sustainability use of the plant resources or the intended land use.
1. On cropland plants are adapted to the site, meet production goals and do not negatively impact other resources. Plant damage from wind erosion is below Crop Damage Tolerance levels.
2. On rangeland the biotic integrity rating is a slight to moderate departure or less, or the vegetation meets a similarity index or range condition score of 60 or greater for desired plant community and has a positive trend.
3. On pastureland the PCS is ≥ 30.  Plants are adapted to the site, meet production goals and do not negatively impact other resources.
4. On forestland the forest species are adapted to the site.  Composition and stand density meets the client’s objectives and production goals.
