Domestic Animals - Inadequate Shelter
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Resource Concern Definition -  Livestock are not protected sufficiently to meet the production goals for the kinds and classes of livestock.

Quality Criteria – Land use and management do not adversely affect cover and shelter requirements needed for sustainable production of domestic animals. Cover and shelter are adequate to protect animals from predators and inclement weather and to provide cover for such things as calving and resting.
