Domestic Animals

Inadequate Stock Water
Resource Concern Definition – The quantity, quality and distribution of drinking water is insufficient to meet the production goals for the kinds and classes of livestock.
Quality Criteria – Land use and management do not adversely affect water supplies necessary for sustainability of animal populations. Water supply is adequate and of sufficient quality to meet needs throughout the year. Water is adequately distributed to achieve resource management objectives.  To reduce potential for water contamination, watering facilities are constructed or modified to minimize mortality to animals.

· Visual assessment

· Inventory of distribution needs

· Aerial photo analysis
