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Resource Concern Description – Surface water or poor subsurface drainage restricts land use and management goals. Wind-blown snow accumulates around and over surface structures, restricting access to humans and animals.
Planning Criteria - Land use and management do not contribute to excess runoff, flooding, or ponding that limits the sustainable and beneficial use of the water resource or the intended use of the land.  Excess water is managed to meet client’s objectives.
