Arizona Planning Guide for Natural Resource Concerns

Fish and Wildlife – Inadequate Habitat
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Resource Concern Definition – The quantity and quality of Food, Cover, Water and/or Space is unacceptable for the species of concern.
Planning Criteria – Land use and management do not significantly diminish habitat necessary for sustainability of fish and wildlife populations. Food, Cover and Water supply is adequate and of sufficient quality to meet needs throughout the year. Habitat is not fragmented or limits dispersal or migration of wildlife or aquatic species.  A Wildlife Habitat Evaluation score of 0.5 or higher is met for all four elements.

· Surface water dissolved oxygen sampling and assay

· Stream visual assessment protocol

· Inventory of water supplies

· Aerial photo analysis

· National biology handbook
