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Resource Concern Description - Natural precipitation is not optimally managed to support desired land use goals or ecological processes.
Planning Criteria - Land use and management does not limit the sustainable and beneficial use of the water resource or the intended use of the land. 
1. On cropland the runoff and evapotranspiration levels are minimized to meet the crop needs to the extent possible, and the client’s management objectives.
2. On rangeland the hydrologic function attribute is slight to moderate or less.
3. On pastureland the compaction element score is ≥ 4 and the plant cover element is ≥4.
4. On forestland the runoff and evapotranspiration levels are minimized to meet the client’s management objectives.
