Livestock Production Limitation – Inadequate Feed and Forage
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Resource Concern Definition – Feed and forage quality or quantity is inadequate for the nutritional needs and production goals of the kinds and classes of livestock.
Planning Criteria – Forage and roughage, including supplemental nutritional requirements, is provided to meet production goals. Native grazers are factored into the total feed and forage balance computations.
Land Uses - All land uses with “grazed” modifier (Applicable when Land Use is grazed).
