Livestock Production Limitation – Inadequate Livestock Water
Resource Concern Definition – Quantity, quality and/or distribution of drinking water are insufficient to maintain health or production goals for the kinds and classes of livestock.
Planning Criteria – Water of acceptable quality and quantity is provided and adequately distributed to meet Client goals and animal needs.
Land Uses - All land uses with “grazed” modifier (Applicable when Land Use is grazed).
Method for evaluating resource condition

· Visual assessment

· Stock Water Balance Analysis
· National Range and Pasture Handbook

· GIS based water distribution analysis
