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The Survey Report Summary Form (SRSF) developed by the State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO) is a stand-alone document to be submitted for Class I surveys, or Class II or Class III surveys resulting in negative findings. Refer to SHPO Guidance Point No. 10 (Revised 2016) at http://azstateparks.com/SHPO/downloads/SHPO-Guidance_Point10-2016.pdf for the definition of a negative survey and other applicable conditions.

Regardless of findings, a technical report, including a research design, must be submitted for all surveys that are more than 640 acres or 10 linear miles.

When filling out the SRSF, expand fields as necessary.

1c. Date: Report date. Identify as “Revised”, with date, if appropriate. 
1d. Report Number: Internal report number.

2a. ASM Accession Number: Obtained from the Arizona State Museum (ASM). 
2b. AAA Permit Number: Obtained from the ASM.
2c. ASLD Lease Application Number(s): Obtained from the Arizona State Land Department. If project involves State land, provide producer’s ASLD lease no. and the ASLD improvement permit application no.
2d. Other Permit Number(s): List all agency permit numbers.

1. ORGANIZATION/CONSULTING FIRM
3a. Name: Name of organization or consulting firm conducting the survey. If NRCS does or did the survey, enter “USDA Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS).”

1. SPONSOR/LEAD AGENCY 
4a. Sponsor: The project proponent. For NRCS projects enter “NRCS.”
4b. Lead Agency: Agency responsible for consultation under the State or National Historic Preservation Acts (SHPA, NHPA). For NRCS projects that are not on federal land managed by another agency enter “NRCS.”
4c. Agency Project Number(s): Provided by sponsor or lead agency. For NRCS project enter the ProTracts contract or application number. For Arizona Department of Transportation (ADOT) project, include both the federal project number and the TRACS number.
4d. Agency Project Name: As provided by sponsor or lead agency. For NRCS project enter the NRCS cultural resources project name described in 3c.

(2) Disturbances Prompt: Describe any previous ground disturbance that has affected all or parts of the area of potential effects (APE). If any of the practices involve cropland, indicate what portion(s) of the APE(s) have been disturbed, and to what depths, by tillage, land levelling, slip plowing, or other disturbance; and list the source of information about the extent and depth of previous disturbance. If the source is the producer/applicant, attach his or her written or email statement describing what portions of the APE(s) have been disturbed and to what depths, and refer to that statement in this description. 

1. PROJECT AREA/AREA OF POTENTIAL EFFECTS (APE)
Provide dimensions and a description of the APE including access routes and equipment staging areas. If there is more than one APE, assign each one a number (e.g., APE 1, APE 2) and provide a separate description of each. Attach location maps.

1. SURVEY AREA

9a. Landform: Identify the landforms in the survey area (e.g., hill top or slope, floodplain, alluvial fan; ridge, etc.).
9b. Elevation: Elevation, or elevation range, in the survey area.
9c. Surrounding Topographic Features: Identify the surrounding mountains and other natural features.
9d. Nearest Drainage: Direction to and name of nearest drainage.
9e. Local Geology: Either describe the formation or list the parent rock types that would be considered local to the survey area. Include the appropriate citation in the References section.
9f. Vegetation: Identify the biotic community and describe observed vegetation. Include the appropriate citation in the References section.
9g. Soils/Deposition: For every SRSF submittal before a field survey, enter the NRCS soil names identified in each APE. During survey, survey leader is to describe actually observed soils and note whether they are stable or undergoing aggradation or erosion, particularly around archaeological sites; and whether certain attributes such as desert pavement are characteristic. 
9h. Buried Deposits: Identify the potential for buried deposits as “Likely,” “Possible,” or “Unlikely”.
9i. Justification: Briefly describe why there may or may not be buried deposits (e.g., cultural fill evident from animal burrows, etc.).

1. BUILT ENVIRONMENT
Identify all structures, features, or objects (buildings, fences, power lines, utility poles, etc.) within and immediately adjacent to the project area or APE. State whether they are modern or historic (50+ years old) and describe any potential impacts, as applicable.

1. INVENTORY CLASS COMPLETED
11a. Class I Inventory: Check the box only if a pedestrian survey was not performed.
11b. Researcher(s): Identify the researcher(s) if Box 11a is checked.
11c. Class II Survey: Check the box if a Class II (sample) survey was conducted.
11d. Sampling Strategy: If 11c is checked, describe the sampling strategy, which should have been agreed upon in consultation with sponsor/lead agency and SHPO. If there is not a previous agreement, explain why.
11e. Class III Inventory: Check the box if background research (Class I Inventory) and a systematic/ intensive pedestrian survey were completed. Survey must meet AAA or land-managing agency standards, as appropriate.

Check all sources utilized.
12a. AZSITE: Check the box if the consultant reviewed records on AZSITE (see http://azsite3.asurite.ad.asu.edu/azsite/). Note that the ASM records office may have additional information.
12b. ASM Archaeological Records Office: Check this box if the consultant conducted a records check at ASM, or if ASM conducted a records check for the consultant. ASM may have records not yet available in AZSITE.
12c. SHPO Inventories/SHPO Library: Check the box if the consultant conducted research at the SHPO.
12d. NRHP Database: Required. Use both the database and downloading spatial data for Google Earth. See: http://focus.nps.gov/nrhp/Download/.
12e. ADOT Portal: Required by ADOT for all ADOT projects.
12f. GLO Maps: Required. See http://www.glorecords.blm.gov/search/default.aspx.
12g. Land Managing Agency Files (e.g., USFS, BLM): If cultural resources records is being conducted by NRCS, list NRCS Cultural Resources Project Records as the first source consulted. Records review is required for any part of the study area involving federal, State-owned, or State-controlled land.
12h. Tribal Cultural Resources Files: Records review is required for any part of the study area involving Tribal land. Permission must be obtained from respective Tribes, not AZSITE, ASM, or SHPO.
12i. Local Government Websites: Review recommended to identify historic properties and areas of archaeological/historical sensitivity. 0. Historic Buildings/Districts/Neighborhoods. Identify all within the study area. See 13.c.1 through 13.c.4.
0. Property Name or Address: Official record of entry preferred.
0. Year: Construction date of the property.
0. Eligibility Status: Same as 13.b.4.

1. CULTURAL CONTEXTS
14a. Prehistoric Culture: List all prehistoric groups affiliated with survey area and its vicinity.
14b. Protohistoric Culture: List all protohistoric groups affiliated with survey area and its vicinity.
14c. Indigenous Historic Culture: Identify all historic Native Tribes affiliated with survey area and its vicinity.
14d. Euro-American Culture: Provide date range.

1. FIELD SURVEY PERSONNEL
15a. Principal Investigator: If a permit is required, identify the permitted archaeologist supervising the project.

The description of the IO must be sufficient to justify that there is no further data potential (Criterion D); be as specific as possible for temporal and cultural affiliation.
17d.3. Date Range: Provide the accepted date range; if the date range is based on diagnostic artifacts, include the appropriate reference.

19d. GLO Map: Include a copy of the relevant map or depict features on background research map. 
19e. References: Use American Antiquity format. References are required for all background research results, as well as source information (e.g., biotic communities, geologic formations, soil composition, etc.).
