Resource Concern Definition – The site has noxious or invasive plants present
Quality Criteria – Land use and management do not contribute to or increase the risk of invasion by noxious or invasive plants that limit the productivity or sustainable use of the land. Noxious and invasive plants are controlled to minimize their spread following all applicable laws.
