Soil Condition - Contaminants

Commercial Fertilizer
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Resource Concern Definition – Over application of nutrients degrades plant health and vigor, or exceeds the soil capacity to retain nutrients.
Quality Criteria – Land use and management does not contribute to soil fertilizer problems that limit the sustainable use of the soil resource or the intended land use. Fertilizer in the soil does not adversely affect human health. All applicable laws related to fertilizer storage, use, application and disposal are followed.

· Phosphorus Index

· Soil Quality Kit-pH meter
