Soil Condition
Contaminants (Residual Pesticides)
Resource Concern Definition – Residual pesticides in the soil have an adverse effect on non-target plants and animals.
Quality Criteria  -  Land use and management do not contribute to soil pesticide problems that limit the sustainable use of the soil or intended land use. Pesticides are applied, stored, handled, and disposed of so that residues in the soil do not adversely affect non-target plants and animals. Pesticides in the soil do not adversely affect human health.
