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Arizona Planning Guide for Natural Resource Concerns

Soil Erosion - Classic Gully Concentrated Flow
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Resource Concern Description – Deep, permanent channels are caused by the convergence of surface runoff and degrade soil quality.  This includes concentrated flow erosion caused by runoff from rainfall, snowmelt, or irrigation water.  Untreated classic gullies may enlarge progressively by head cutting and/or lateral widening.
Planning Criteria – Classic gully management is adequate to stop the progression of head cutting and widening.  Offsite impacts are minimized by vegetation and/or structures

· Visual Assessment
· Volume calculation
· Aerial photo trend analysis
