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Resource Concern Description - Sediment from banks or shorelines threatens to degrade water quality and limit use for intended purposes.

Planning Criteria The banks of shorelines and water conveyance channels are stable.  If bank erosion is present, it is beyond the client’s control or commensurate with normal geomorphological processes.
SVAP2 bank condition element score is ≥5 for streambanks.
