Soil Erosion - Irrigation Induced






[bookmark: _GoBack]Resource Concern Description – Improper irrigation water application and equipment operation are causing soil erosion that degrades soil quality.

Planning Criteria – Land use and management do not create or accelerate irrigation induced erosion. Conveyance and application of irrigation water do not cause or accelerate soil erosion in fields or conveyances.  
1. The potential for irrigation-induced erosion on cropland is Low or Very Low.
