Water Quality-Harmful Levels of Excessive Petroleum in Groundwater
Resource Concern Definition – Natural or human induced petroleum pollutants present in toxic amounts degrade groundwater quality.
Quality Criteria  -  Land use and management do not contribute to, or increase, the risk for harmful levels of excessive petroleum in groundwater. Materials containing petroleum are stored, handled, disposed of, applied, and managed such that groundwater uses are not adversely affected. State water quality standards are met.

· Vardose zone and groundwater chemical sampling and assay
