Water Quality – Harmful Temperature of Surface Water
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Resource Concern Definition – Undesired thermal conditions degrade surface water quality.

Quality Criteria  -  Land use and management do not contribute to, or increase, the risk for harmful temperatures of surface water. 

Method for evaluating resource condition 

· Visual Assessment

· Client interview

· ADEQ, AGFD reports

· Stream Visual Assessment Protocol, canopy cover

· Habitat Suitability Index-USF&WS)

· Surface water temperature sampling and assay
