1. SVAP2 riparian area quality element is ≥ 5.
2. SVAP2 riparian area quantity element is ≥ 5.
3. SVAP2 canopy cover element is ≥ 6.

· Visual Assessment
· Client interview
· ADEQ, ADWR, AGFD reports
· Stream Visual Assessment Protocol (SVAP2)
· Habitat Suitability Index (USF&WS)
· Surface water temperature sampling and assay
