Resource Concern Description – Pest control chemicals are transported to receiving waters in quantities that degrade water quality and limit use for intended purposes.
Planning Criteria - Conservation practices along with Integrated Pest management (IPM) mitigation techniques are in place to minimize impacts to surface and ground waters.  Pesticides are stored, handled, disposed and managed to prevent runoff, spills, leaks, and leaching

· Visual Assessment
· ADEQ surface and groundwater water reports
· WIN-PST
· Pesticide planning and mitigation worksheet
· Surface and groundwater chemical assays
