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Resource Concern Description – Heavy metals, petroleum and other pollutants are transported to receiving waters in quantities that degrade water quality and limit use for intended purposes.
Planning Criteria - Conservation practices are in place to minimize impacts to surface and ground waters.  The heavy metal content of biosolids such as sewage sludge is tested and documented.  Petroleum, heavy metals or other potential pollutants are stored and handled to avoid runoff to surface water or leaching to groundwater. 
Methods for evaluating resource condition 
· Visual Assessment
· ADEQ surface and groundwater water reports
· Biosolids testing for heavy metals
· Soil testing
· Irrigation water testing
· Surface and groundwater chemical assays
