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This well has been decommissioned as it is no longer in use.  Decommissioning will prevent entry of animals, debris, or other foreign substances into the well or well bore hole; eliminate the physical hazard of an open hole to people, animals, and farm machinery; prevent entry of contaminated surface water into the well and migration of contaminants into the unsaturated (vadose) zone or saturated zone; and prevent the commingling of chemically or physically different ground waters between separate water bearing zones.  The estimated life span of this well decommissioning is at least 20 years.  The life of this installation can be assured and usually increased by developing and carrying out a good operation and maintenance program.

This practice will require you to perform periodic operation to maintain satisfactory performance.  Here are some recommendations to help you develop a good operation and maintenance program:

GENERAL RECOMMENDATIONS

· Annually inspect the site to ensure that the decommissioned well and the adjacent area have not settled, eroded, or been otherwise adversely disturbed.  Promptly repair and revegetate bare spots and eroded areas.
· Prevent surface ponding by localized grading or addition of fill material to remove depressions.  

· Immediately repair any damages due to vandalism, vehicles, or animals including rodents and livestock.
· Maintain vegetated areas in adequate cover.  Re-seed and mow as needed.
