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Natural resources conservation service
conservation practice sPECIFICATION

359 - waste treatment lagoon

I.  Scope

The work shall consist of con​structing a waste treatment la​goon and appurte​nances to the lines, grades, and elevations as shown on the drawings or as staked in the field.  

II.  Foundation Preparation

The entire lagoon area shall be cleared of all trees, brush, roots, sod, and soil containing ex​cess amounts of organic matter, and other objectionable materi​als and disposed of at sites away from the area of work. 

Clearing and disposal methods shall be in accordance with ap​plicable state and county laws with due regard to the safety of persons and property.  

III.  Excavation

Excavated materials, if suitable may be used to construct the em​bankment.  Excess material will be wasted in prescribed waste lo​cations as noted on the drawings or as designated in the field. 

IV.  Embankments

Construction of embankments under this practice shall conform to the requirements of Practice Specification 378, Pond.  

V.  Inlet and Outlet Structures

When inlet and outlet structures are to be installed, the con​struction shall be in accordance with the details as shown on the drawings and with the applicable specifications listed on the "Practice Require​ments" sheet.  

Placement and compaction of the backfill around the pump well shall be accomplished in such a manner that the structure will not be damaged.  The backfill will be compacted to approxi​mately the same density required of the lagoon embankments.  

VI.  Lining

The material used and the place​ment of lining material shall conform to the requirements of the appropriate Practice Specification in the 521, Pond Sealing or Lining series unless specifically excepted.  

VII.  Fencing

When shown on the drawings, fenc​ing shall conform to the require​ments of Practice Specifica​tion 382, Fence.

VIII.  Vegetative Cover

Unless otherwise specified, a protective cover of vegetative shall be established on the dis​turbed area.  The planting of vegetative materials shall con​form to the requirements of Practice Specifi​cation 342, Critical Area Planting.  

IX.  Special Measures

Measures and construction methods shall be incorporated as needed and practical that enhance fish and wildlife values.  Special at​tention shall be given to pro​tecting visual resources and mainta​ining key shade, food and den trees.  

X.  Construction Operations

Construction operations shall be done in such a manner that ero​sion and air and water pollution are minimized and held within le​gal limits.  The owner, operator, Contractor or other persons will conduct all work and operations in accordance with proper safety codes for the type of construc​tion being perform​ed with due re​gards to the safety of all per​sons and property.  

The completed job shall be work​manlike and present a good ap​pearance. 
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
