362 - diversion

I.  Scope

The work shall consist of excava​tion and placement of earth materials for the construction of a diversion to the lines, grades, elevation, and cross-sections as shown on the drawings or as staked in the field.  

II.  Site Preparation

The foundation area shall be cleared of all trees, stumps, roots, brush, boulders, sod, de​bris, and other objectionable ma​terial.  All topsoil shall be re​moved and stockpiled until needed for spreading over areas requir​ing vegetative cover.  Small gul​lies, ditches or depressions within the foundation area shall be filled and compacted after the area has been cleared.  

III.  Excavation

The channel shall be excavated to the lines and grades shown on the drawings and/or as staked in the field.  Excavat​ed materials shall be used in the earth embankment or wasted to selected locations.  Borrow shall be obtained at loca​tions specified or as shown on the drawings.  

IV.  Earthfill

Earthfill shall conform to the requirements of Construction Specification 903 Earthfill.  The method of compaction shall be as specified on the "Practice Requirements" sheet.

V.  Underground Conduits

If underground conduits are lo​cated under diversion ridges, me​chanical compaction, water pack​ing, and installa​tion and back​fill of conduit trenches shall be made in advance to allow adequate settlement.  The materials used for the inlet and conduit shall be suitable for the purpose in​tended and shall meet the re​quirements of Subsur​face Drain, Practice Specification 606.

VI.  Vegetative Cover

Unless otherwise specified, a protec​tive cover of vegetation shall be established on all the disturbed areas.  Care will be taken during construction to avoid disturbance of vegetation outside the channel or embankment area.  The planting of vegetative material shall conform to the re​quirements of Practice Specification 342, Criti​cal Area Planting. 

VII.  Special Measures

Measures and construction methods shall be incorporated as needed and practical that enhance fish and wildlife values.  Special at​tention shall be given to pro​tecting visual resources and maintain​ing key shade, food and den trees. 

VIII.  Construction Operations

Construction operations shall be done in such a manner that ero​sion and air and water pollution are minimized and held within le​gal limits.  The owner, operator, Contractor or other persons will conduct all work and operations in accordance with proper safety codes for the type of construc​tion being perform​ed with due re​gards to the safety of all per​sons and property.  

The completed job shall be work​manlike and present a good ap​pearance.  
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
