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Natural resources conservation service
conservation practice SPECIFICATION

370C - ATMOSPHERIC RESOURCE QUALITY management- ODOR

I.  SCOPE

The work shall consist of modifying cultural and management operations to reduce the amount of offensive odors generated by agricultural operations as shown on the drawings, plans, on the Practice Requirements Sheet(s) and/or as staked in the field.

II.  general

Modified cultural operations shall be performed during the critical air quality period specified on the Practice Requirements Sheet.

The landowner is responsible for acquiring and following all state or local permits.

III.  ODOR MANAGEMENT

In order to reduce offensive odors, the following activities shall be performed as appropriate:

Complete a manure management plan for the entire facility and implement recommendations.

Use manure and feed analyses to guide the modification of rations in an effort to reduce the amount of offensive odors.

Proper corral management practices will be followed. Refer to 370A Dust/Particulate Matter Specification for corral management practices.

Manures applied to fields:

a.  Disk into the soil within 24 to 48 hours after application. (not required when plant canopy exceeds 4 foot in height and exceeds 75%).

b.  inject manures into the soil

Waste Utilization (Code 633) shall be used to reduce the amount of impact of odors during solids and liquid manure spreading or application.

Capture or trap offensive odors on site in an effort to reduce the amount of odors escaping to the atmosphere. Installation of biofilters is one option for reducing odor.

Waste holding lagoons:


a.  utilize aeration technologies

b.  gas capturing by non-permeable covers to reduce odors. 

Other odor reducing technologies (ex: lowering pH of lagoon, utilizing microbes in lagoon, and composting) will be evaluated by the agricultural engineer.
Enhanced dispersion is a method of reducing offensive odors on site.  Windbreaks may be a 

viable option in modifying wind speed and direction. 

Disposal piles shall be located away from populated or heavily used areas.

IV.  temperature Modification 

The use of wind fans, misters, irrigation, and other measures to modify air temperature shall be performed when specified on the Practice Requirements Sheet.

V.  humidity Modification

The use of misters, irrigation, and other measures shall be performed when specified on the Practice Requirements Sheet.

vi.  air movement modification

The use of windbreaks, herbaceous wind barriers, and other measures shall be performed when specified on the Practice Requirements Sheet.

vii.  other requirements

The owner, operator, contractor, and other persons shall conduct all work and operations in accordance with proper safety codes for the type of equipment and operations being performed with due regard to the safety of all persons and their property. 

Workers shall be provided with protective breathing equipment to minimize exposure to air related hazards.

The work shall be performed in compliance with all federal, state, and local laws, rules, and regulations affecting the control of offensive odors.
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
