B. FORESTLAND

I.  SCOPE

The work shall consist of site preparation at the location and layout as shown on the plans, staked in the field or drawings.  
II.  SITE PREPARATION 
One or more of the following methods will be performed as specified on the Practice Requirements Sheet:

Tractor Disking

Tractor Piling and Burning

Tractor Crushing and Broadcast Burning

Mastication

Broadcast Burning

Herbicide Application 

Herbicide Application and Broadcast Burning

Scalping or Hand Scalping

iII.  Special Measures

Methods shall be incorporated as needed and practical that enhances fish and wildlife values.  Special attention shall be given to protecting visual resources and maintaining key shade, food and den trees.  
When chemicals restricted by federal, state or local Authorities are used, clients shall obtain a written recommendation prepared by a state licensed Pest Control Advisor (PCA) and obtain necessary permits and prior clearance from the County Agricultural Commissioner before the application of the herbicide.  Chemical application will be in accordance with label guidelines.  A PCA should be consulted for all chemical applications to increase efficacy and efficiency.      
Clients will have to obtain permits and prior clearance from the California Department of Forestry and Fire Protection (CAL FIRE) or responsible fire district and the Air Pollution Control District prior to burning.

IV. CONSTRUCTION OPERATIONS
Appropriate stream course buffers, erosion control measures, and application timing will be incorporated to minimize adverse effects.
The owner, operator, contractor or other persons will conduct all work and operations in accordance with proper safety codes for the method being performed with due regards to the safety of all persons and property.
The completed job shall be workmanlike and present a good appearance.
V.  OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE

The area will be inspected and determination made of 'spots' where additional treatment is necessary.  Additional work will be scheduled to meet planting date requirements.
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
