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A properly operated and maintained spoil spreading project is an asset to your farm. This project was designed to dispose of excess soil from construction activities in an environmentally sound manner that minimizes soil erosion, protects water quality and fits with the land use and landscape.

The estimated life span of this installation is at least 1 years. The life of this installation can be assured and usually increased by developing and carrying out a good operation and maintenance program.
This practice will require you to perform periodic operation and maintenance to maintain satisfactory performance.  Here are some recommendations to help you develop a good operation and maintenance program.

GENERAL RECOMMENDATIONS

· Inspect the spoil areas within six months after spreading and periodically thereafter.  Fill or repair any excessive rills or gullies in the spoil.  

· Reestablish vegetation as necessary on the repaired areas.

· Mow the vegetation as necessary to maintain a dense, vigorous stand.  

· Control undesirable species and/or noxious weeds as necessary.
