588 - cross wind ridges

I.  SCOPE

The work shall consist of tilling the soil or planting to create low ridges to offset adverse wind effects.

II.  field layout

The ridges shall be aligned across the field at an angle from 65 to 90 degrees to the direction of the prevailing erosive winds as shown on the drawing and specified on the Practice Requirements sheet.

The height of the ridges shall not be less than the height specified on the Practice Requirements sheet.  The spacing between ridges shall be within the range specified on the Practice Requirements sheet.

Tillage equipment depth and speed will be adjusted to produce the maximum surface cloddiness.  Equipment listed on the Performance Requirements sheet will be used.




iii.  maintenance

Ridges shall be maintained during the period specified on the Performance Requirements sheet when wind erosion is expected to occur, or until growing crops provide enough cover to protect the soil from wind erosion.

If ridges become ineffective due to weathering or erosion, they shall be reestablished unless doing so would damage a growing crop.

iv.  other requirements

The owner, operator, contractor, and other persons shall conduct all work and operations in accordance with proper safety codes for the type of equipment and operations being performed with due regard to the safety of all persons and their property.
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
