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Windbreak/Shelterbelt Renovation
Conservation Practice Overview
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Definition
Replacing, releasing and/or removing selected trees and shrubs or rows within an existing windbreak or shelterbelt, adding rows to the windbreak or shelterbelt or removing selected tree and shrub branches.
Purpose
Restoring or enhancing the original planned function of existing windbreaks or shelterbelts

Practice Information
This practice is used to enhance the function of an existing windbreak or shelterbelt. The trees and shrubs may deteriorate due to age, chemical damage, competition, lack of maintenance, or other 
reasons. When this happens, renovation is needed to increase vigor and density of desirable species of trees and shrubs. A period of years may be needed to properly renovate a windbreak or shelterbelt.

Resource management system
Windbreaks and shelterbelts are normally established concurrently with other practices as part of a resource management system for a conservation management unit. For example, conservation crop rotation, residue management and windbreaks can act together to control wind erosion.   
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
