A properly operated and maintained lighting system is an asset to your farm. This energy efficiency equipment upgrade was designed and installed to reduce energy use. The estimated life span of this installation is at least 10 years.  The life of this installation can be assured and usually increased by developing and carrying out a good operation and maintenance program.

This practice will require you to perform periodic maintenance to ensure satisfactory performance.  Here are some recommendations to help you develop a good operation and maintenance program:

GENERAL RECOMMENDATIONS

· Maintain all electrical and mechanical equipment in good operating condition by following the manufacturer's recommendations. 

· Change bulbs as needed.

· Replace or tighten the seals on gasketted or weatherproof housings.

· Maintain grounding rods and wiring of all electrical equipment in good working condition.

· Maintain all safety shields on pumps, motors, or other electrical or mechanical equipment.

· Determine cause of cracks and structure displacement, and repair as needed.

· Immediately repair any vandalism, vehicular or livestock damage to the structure, earthen areas surrounding the structure, or any appurtenances.

· Inspect for damage from rodents or burrowing animals.   Repair any damage.  Take appropriate corrective actions to alleviate further damage.

· All fences, railings, and/or warning signs shall be maintained to prevent unauthorized human or livestock entry. Repair as necessary. 
· Immediately remove any blockage or obstructions and repair any damage.
