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I.  Scope
The work consists of clearing and disposing of all woody growth from the designated area as shown on the drawings or as staked in the field.
II.  Removal
The limits of the area to be cleared will be marked by means of stakes, flags, tree markings or other suitable methods. Description of works of improvement and extent of removal will be clearly indicated.
Trees to be left standing and uninjured will be designated by special markings placed around the tree. Remove the trees without damaging other trees, property, and objects outside the limits of clearing.
All trees, stumps, and brush within the perimeter of the channel shall be cut as close to the ground as possible. In other designated areas, cut the trees, brush, and other woody vegetation within the maximum distance above the ground level specified.
Remove downed trees, logs, drifts, boulders, debris, and other obstructions lying wholly or partly in the channel. If designated in the project plan, remove piling, piers, headwalls, and sediment bars that obstruct the free flow of water.
When heavy equipment is used, operate it in a manner that limits disturbance to streambanks and existing vegetation. Clearly mark the location of ingress and egress to the site. Other restrictions on the use of heavy equipment will be as specified in the special requirements section of this specification.
If herbicide treatment is planned, treat the stumps and brush in the specified area at the time of clearing according to the recommendations of the herbicide manufacturer. Herbicide use shall be according to applicable laws, rules, or ordinances.
Restore areas denuded and/or disturbed during clearing and snag removal by planting vegetation. Use native vegetation where practical. Use only ecologically suitable species obtained from local sources wherever practical.
When allowed, the use of explosives in all clearing and snagging operations shall comply with applicable local, state, and federal regulations.
III.  Snagging
Where possible, for selective snagging, use hand-operated equipment, water based equipment, or small equipment that will reduce soil, water, and other resource disturbance.
IV.  Disposal
Burn, bury, or pile trees, logs, and all combustible material from the clearing and snagging operations in designated disposal areas as specified for the project. Perform burning outside the channel and according to applicable regulations at the site. In other areas, such as woodland or rangeland, where burning is prohibited, dispose of material so that it does not float away or reenter the channel. Bury residue from burning and noncombustible material outside the channel or place in designated disposal areas. Cover residue material with at least 12 inches of soil or as specified. Finish grade designated disposal areas to neat lines, free of mounds and holes, giving a natural appearance that blends into the undisturbed areas.
V.  Vegetative Cover
Unless otherwise specified, provide a protective cover of vegetation on the disturbed areas. Planting shall conform to the requirements of Specification 342, Critical Area Planting.

Use construction methods that enhance fish and wildlife habitat. Preserve shade, food, and dent trees to the greatest extent possible while meeting project requirements. Use construction methods and sequencing that limit disturbance to the environment. When possible, accomplish work during low flows.
VII.  Construction Operations
Work in a manner that limits soil erosion, and air and water pollution according to applicable regulations or permit requirements. Conduct work in a safe manner in compliance with local, state, and federal safety requirements.
