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466 – Land smoothing

I. Scope

The work shall consist of land planing or smoothing the ground surface as outlined on the plan map or drawings.

II. CLEARING
The land to be graded and smoothed shall be cleared of vegetative matter and trash.  All combustible material residues from clearing shall be burned, buried, or piled in designated disposal areas.  Burning shall be performed according to local regulations.

III. LAND Smoothing operationS

Irregularities, which apparently would not be removed by three passes of a land plane or land leveler, should be rough graded to a more uniform topography prior to the overall smoothing operation.

The ground surface should be plowed or disked prior to smoothing.

At least three passes of the land plane or leveler should be made over the land to be smoothed in different directions, consisting of one pass along each diagonal and the last pass generally in the direction of cultivation or irrigation.

IV. CONSTRUCTION Operations

Construction operations shall be done in such a manner that erosion and air and water pollution are minimized and held within legal limits.  The owner, operator, Contractor or other persons will conduct all work and operations in accordance with proper safety codes for the type of construction being performed with due regards to the safety of all persons and property.

The completed job shall be workmanlike and present a good appearance.
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
