468 - lined waterway or outlet

I.  scope

The work shall consist of constructing the lined waterway or outlet to the lines, grades, and elevations as shown on the drawings and/or staked in the field.  Work will include all clearing, shaping, excavation, and fill placement along with furnishing and placing the lining and filter material of the type and thickness as specified on the drawings.

II.  Materials

Concrete, when specified, shall be placed to the thickness shown on the plans and shall be finished in a workmanlike manner.  Provisions shall be made to protect freshly placed concrete to ensure proper curing.

Rock riprap, geotextile fabric, and/or filter, when specified, shall be of the quality and gradation specified and shall be placed to the line and grade in the manner specified.  Riprap shall be placed so that it does not reduce the design section more than 10 percent.

Other materials, when specified will be placed in conformance with the requirements of the Construction Specifications attached to the drawings.

III.  Site Preparation

The foundation area shall be cleared of all trees, stumps, roots, brush, boulders, sod, debris, and other objectionable materials. Cleared material and other debris shall be disposed of by burning or burying at designated location or removal from the site.  If specified on the drawings or construction details, topsoil shall be removed and stockpiled until needed for spreading over areas requiring vegetative cover.

IV.  foundation

The structure cross section, inlet, and outlet shall be excavated to the neat lines and grades as shown on the drawings or as staked in the field.  The subgrade shall be firm and free of water.  Any earthfill required to bring subgrade to grade shall be placed in layers not exceeding 8-inches and compacted to the same density as the adjacent undisturbed material.

v.  Vegetative cover

Unless otherwise specified, a protective cover of vegetation shall be established on the disturbed soil areas.  The planting of vegetative materials shall conform to the requirements of Practice Specification 342, Critical Area Planting.

vi.  construction operations

Construction operations shall be done in such a manner that erosion and air and water pollution are minimized and held within legal limits.  The owner, operator, Contractor or other persons will conduct all work and operations in accordance with proper safety codes for the type of construction being performed with due regards to the safety of all persons and property.

The completed job shall be workmanlike and present a good appearance.
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
