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OPERATION AND mAINTENANCE iTEMS


A properly operated and maintained obstruction removal is an asset to the farm.  This system was designed and installed to remove and dispose of unwanted obstructions.  The estimated life span of this installation is at least 10 years.  The life of this system can be assured and usually increased by developing and carrying out a good operation and maintenance program.

This practice will require periodic maintenance to maintain satisfactory performance.  The following are some recommendations to help you develop a good operation and maintenance program:
GENERAL RECOMMENDATIONS

· Regrade or otherwise control erosion of the site.

· Maintain vigorous growth of desirable vegetation on disturbed areas.  Reseed and fertilize as necessary to maintain stand and growth.  Periodic mowing may also be needed to control height.

· Inspect for damage from rodents or burrowing animals.  Repair any damage.  Take appropriate corrective actions to alleviate further damage.

· Repair any vandalism, vehicular or livestock damage.
