Items to inspect and maintain during the 15-year design life of the practice include, but are not limited to, the following:

1. Do not dispose of unintended or dangerous items (e.g. dead animals, greases, syringes, human waste, or other wastes) in the waste storage facility.
2. Maintain a visible marker at the foundation drain outlet, as necessary.  Use markers such as flagging, paint or stakes to permanently identify the outlet location in order to ensure it is operating properly.
3. Develop and follow an emergency action plan in case of structural failures.
4. Maintain setbacks and separation distances as established during practice installation.
5. Inspect annually and after significant storm events to identify repair and maintenance needs.
6. Inspect earthen embankments for burrowing animals which could compromise the structural integrity of the containment facility.  Remove animals, repair and replace as necessary.
7. Check backfill areas around structures often for unusual settlement.  Determine if settlement is caused by backfill consolidation or failure of concrete walls.  Repair walls or fill, as appropriate to maintain designed slope, directing surface runoff away from structure.
8. A good vegetative cover of grass should be maintained around all structures to help prevent soil erosion. If the vegetative cover is damaged, it should be reestablished as soon as possible. The vegetative cover should be mowed twice a year to stimulate vigorous plant growth and maintain accessibility to the facility.  Operate mowing and other equipment on slopes in accordance with machinery operation manual.
9. Outlets of foundation drains should be checked frequently and kept open.  The outflow from these drains should be checked when storage is being used to determine if there is leakage from the manure storage.  If leakage is detected, repairs should be planned and made when the facility is empty.  Check condition of animal guard, if applicable.  Replace if necessary.
10. Inspect haul roads and approaches to and from the storage facility frequently to determine the need for replacement gravel or other road repairs or maintenance.
11. All complementary components (e.g. pipes, pumps, manure pumps, valves, gates, etc.) should be inspected periodically (minimum of twice a year) to make sure they are functionally, structurally and mechanically sound, and they are not cracked, broken, and/or a safety hazard to the operator or livestock.  Repair and replace as needed.
12. Grates, screens or other anti-clogging devices used to exclude solids shall be checked and cleaned as necessary.
13. When accessibility is a concern, the facility should be gated or fenced to prevent unauthorized entry.  All fences and gates shall be inspected for damage at least twice a year and after significant storm events.  Damaged fences, gates and all safety features should be repaired or replaced as soon as possible.
14. Inspect concrete sumps, pits, walls, ramps, slats, and floors often for separations and/or cracks, which would indicate potential failure.  Repairs should be made immediately.  A thorough inspection should be made each time the waste storage facility is emptied.  Do not enter confined places without proper safety precautions.
15. Begin emptying or drawdown according to the schedule in the nutrient management plan or sooner if the contents of the storage facility reach the maximum operating level.  
16. Follow your Comprehensive Nutrient Management Plan (CNMP).  Maintain records of additions and removals of all material.  Spread manure according to CNMP spreading plan.
17. Eliminate woody vegetation adjacent to structure and maintain accessibility to structure.
18. Vent pipes for covered tanks shall be kept clear of obstructions.
19. Waste storage structure signs should be clearly posted and maintained.  These signs should state the type of structure and the dangers of entering potentially hazardous air space.  The biodegradation of the waste releases a number of gases, which could be explosive or cause asphyxiation. 
20. Do not operate loaded feed wagons, trucks, manure spreaders, or other heavy equipment within five feet of the facility walls unless walls are designed to handle the loads.
21. Maintain the depth gauge that visually shows the following elevations, if applicable:
a. Maximum operating level.
b. Top of freeboard volume.  
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
