Items to inspect and maintain during the 5-year design life of the practice include, but are not limited to, the following:
1. The operator will inspect and calibrate equipment prior to use to ensure proper rate, distribution and depth of planting material.
2. Growth of seedlings or sprigs will be monitored for water stress.  Depending on the severity of drought, water stress may require reducing weeds, early harvest of any companion crops, irrigating when possible, or re-planting failed stands.
3. Growth of undesirable plants shall be controlled by cutting, using a selective herbicide, or other approved methods.
4. Insects and diseases shall be controlled when an infestation threatens stand survival.
5. Evaluate vegetative stands each season or as needed to determine management steps needed to achieve desired purposes.  Periodically (recommended every 3 years) test soil for nutrients and organic matter.  Follow soil test recommendations when amending soil.
6. Mowing and harvest operations in perennial crop systems such as orchards, vineyards, berries and nursery stock shall be done in a manner which minimizes the generation of dust or other generation of particulate matter.
7. If wildlife habitat enhancement is a purpose, maintenance practices and activities shall not disturb cover during the reproductive period for the desired species. Exceptions should be considered for periodic burning or mowing when necessary to maintain the health of the plant community, as approved by NRCS.
8. If wildlife habitat enhancement is a purpose, spraying or other control of noxious weeds shall be done on a “spot” basis to protect forbs and legumes that benefit native pollinators, grassland nesting birds and other wildlife.
