Items to inspect and maintain during the 10-year design life of the practice include, but are not limited to, the following:

1. Inspect annually and after significant storm events such as high winds and heavy snow storms to identify repair and maintenance needs.
2. Conduct maintenance and repairs in accordance with the manufacturer’s recommendations for the intended use and design life of the structure.
3. Promptly repair or replace all damaged, inoperable, or missing structural components and safety features, including fences and warning signs.
4. Ensure proper ventilation and air circulation to reduce corrosion or health hazards.
5. Follow your Comprehensive Nutrient Management Plan (CNMP).
6. Keep  gutters, drainage, and related components clear of obstructions and functional.  Ensure outlets are protected and maintain animal protection guard on outlet as needed.  Replace animal protection guard if necessary.
7. All complementary components (e.g. pipes, pumps, fences, gates, etc) should be inspected to ensure they are functional, structurally sound, and are not a safety hazard to the operator or livestock.  Repair as needed.
8. If applicable, do not enter confined places without proper safety precautions for breathing while inspecting or repairing equipment.  
9. Do not store animal feed, equipment or materials in the roof supports of the structure unless the structre was specifically designed to handle these loads.
