Items to inspect and maintain during the 20-year design life of the practice include, but are not limited to, the following:
1. Inspection of fences after storm events and in the spring of the year after frost has left the ground is necessary to ensure the continued proper function of the fence.  Promptly repair or replace damaged or broken fencing.  Regular inspection of fences should be part of an ongoing maintenance program.
2. Remove and properly discard all broken fencing material and hardware.  All necessary precautions should be taken to ensure the safety of construction and maintenance crews.  Replace all broken fencing material and hardware.
3. Remove debris collected in the fencing.
4. Clear brush under fence, adjacent to fence, overhanging vegetation and fallen limbs from fence lines to maintain proper tension, reduce sagging and/or voltage loss.  Vegetative control can be achieved by mechanical or chemical control.  If herbicides are used, they must be applied per the manufacturer's label and state law.
5. Overhanging trees and limbs should be trimmed or removed as needed.
6. Maintain proper tension on the fence wires.
7. Electric fences shall be regularly checked to determine the voltage on the fence.  If voltage is not sufficient and does not meet manufacturer’s recommendations, determine the cause of the voltage loss and correct.
