Items to inspect and maintain during the 15-year design life of the practice include, but are not limited to, the following:
1. Inspect annually and after significant storm events to identify repair and maintenance needs.
2. If applicable, ensure clean water is diverted around areas with livestock or where manure or wastes are located.
3. Keep roof runoff structures clean and free of obstructions that reduce flow to ensure proper drainage.  Periodically check for and remove blockages or debris.  
4. Inspect all structural components, promptly repair or replace all damaged, inoperable or missing components.  If hangers are loose or unconnected, secure or replace as needed.  If downspouts have crushed sections, these shall be repaired or replaced.  If gutters or downspouts are leaking, repair or replace leaking components.
5. Protect the components from damage by farm equipment and livestock.  If damaged, repair or replace all damaged parts.  Provide additional protection to ensure damage does not occur again.
6. If gutters are repaired or replaced, ensure they are hung to original design specifications or manufacturers specifications.  Ensure gutters are hung at a proper height so that precipitation is able to flow per design.  If roof is metal, having the correct height is essential to prevent ice sliding.
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
