Items to inspect and maintain during the 10-year design life of the practice include, but are not limited to, the following:
1. Maintain setbacks and separation distances as established during practice installation.
2. Manure or accumulations of other polluting material shall be removed periodically, if applicable.  Manure will be removed to a waste storage facility or applied to fields according to the Comprehensive Nutrient Management Plan, or best management practices.  Utilize structure as intended to address resource concerns.
3. Operate equipment in a manner that will avoid damage to the heavy use area.  Repair as needed.
4. Promptly repair or replace damaged surface treatment and components.
5. Promptly repair and re-vegetate soil and eroded areas.  Apply fertilizer and lime as appropriate to maintain vigorous vegetation to prevent erosion.
6. Keep drainage structures clear and functional.
7. Keep machinery away from steep side slopes.  Keep equipment operators informed of all potential hazards.
8. For livestock operations, the heavy use area shall not be used for storing feed, manure, nor store or maintain equipment.
9. Inspect annually and after significant storm events to identify repair and maintenance needs.  Annual re-grading of graveled surfaces may be required to maintain shape and slope of final grades.
10. All complementary components, e.g. pipes, fences, gates, etc., should be inspected to ensure they are functional, structurally sound, and are not a safety hazard to the operator or livestock.  Repair as needed.
