Items to inspect and maintain during the 10-year design life of the practice include, but are not limited to, the following:
1. Inspect annually and after significant storm events to identify repair and maintenance needs.  Landowner is responsible for ensuring materials are repaired or replaced after storm events.
2. Periodically grade or re-shape trails or walkways to maintain the designed grade and dimensions.
3. Periodically add surfacing materials where needed (where rills or gullies have formed, ponding or other degradation has occurred) to maintain the trail or walkway.
4. Re-seed any areas in which the vegetation has been damaged or destroyed to prevent erosion.
5. Mend fences and replace gates, as needed.
6. Manure accumulations shall be removed periodically, if applicable.  Manure will be removed to a waste storage facility or applied to fields according to the Comprehensive Nutrient Management Plan, or best management practices.
7. Post and maintain fence warning signs as necessary (e.g. electric fence, or animals).
8. Maintain vegetated areas with adequate cover to meet the intended purpose(s) of soil or structural protection per grazing plan.
9. Inspect trails and walkways with water bars periodically to insure proper cross section is maintained and water outlets are stable.
