Items to inspect and maintain during the 20-year design life of the practice include, but are not limited to, the following:
1. Inspect annually and after significant storm events to identify repair and maintenance needs.
2. [bookmark: _GoBack]Keep inlets, outlets, animal or trash guards, collection boxes and structures clean and free of obstructions which can reduce the flow.  Repair or replace as needed.  Obstructions may include (but are not limited to) vegetation and soil or other foreign materials.  Remove vegetation (particularly brush or trees) which may have a root system detrimental to subsurface drains and outlets. 
3. Ensure drainage systems have winterized protection from freezing conditions and/or ensure structure is free-draining.
4. Repair leaks and broken or crushed pipe to ensure proper functioning.
5. Maintain erosion protection at outlets; repair any eroded areas with stone or other recommended material at the outlet to prevent soil from washing away.
6. Maintain the minimum designed earth cover over the subsurface drain per design and manufacturers recommendation.  Do not exceed designed maximum equipment loading over the subsurface drain to prevent damaging or crushing the system.  Repair any settlement or erosion around the pipe with soil and rock and reseed as needed.  If this problem persists, evaluate the pipe for leaks and erosion of the fill material into or along the pipe.
7. Protect the components from damage by farm equipment and livestock.  Avoid damage to pipe clean outs by farm equipment, if applicable.  Mark clean outs so they are visible to prevent damage by equipment.  Promptly repair or replace damaged or inoperable components.
8. Maintain a visible marker at the pipe outlet, as necessary.  Use permanent markers at outlet locations including flagging, posts, or stakes painted with highly visible paint to help identify the pipe outlet for regular maintenance.  Keep vegetation around the outlet area cleared, mowed, or cut for easier access and regular maintenance.
9. Follow OSHA trench safety requirements during repairs of the subsurface drain. Notify Call Before You Dig (CBYD) two full working days in advance to locate buried utility pipes and cables.  1-800-922-4455 or dial 811.
