Items to inspect and maintain during the 20-year design life of the practice include, but are not limited to, the following:
1. Disturbed areas from construction and installation shall be protected with vegetation or otherwise stabilized as soon as practical after construction to prevent erosion.  Plant appropriate seed mixture and cover with mulch to ensure good seed germination and soil stabilization.  If seed will not grow, or cannot grow due to heavy use or other factors, establish a gravel heavy use area where appropriate.
2. Inspect annually and after significant storm events to identify repair and maintenance needs.  Promptly repair or replace damaged or inoperable components.  Follow manufacturer’s recommendations.
3. Repair any settlement or erosion that occurs around the watering facility with soil and reseed or resurface as needed.  Replace stone or gravel adjacent to the watering facility as necessary.
4. Check for debris, algae, sludge or other materials in the watering facility which may restrict the inflow or outflow of water.
5. Check for leaks in the system and repair as needed.
6. If present, check to ensure the outlet pipe is freely operating and not causing erosion problems.
7. Establish a schedule for periodic cleaning of the facility.
8. Check the automatic water fill device to ensure proper operation.
9. Check and assure proper operation of any backflow protection devices.
10. Protect from electrical surges and other adverse weather impacts by providing adequate grounding per manufacturers recommendations and/or local codes.  If damage is sustained, return watering facility to original installed condition.  Prior to retrofitting any electrically powered equipment, electrical service must be disconnected and tested with a volt meter or similar device. 
11. Maintain mounding and/or water diversions to prevent runoff water pooling around the waterer.
12. Protect the components from damage by farm equipment and livestock.  Inspect and maintain fences, heavy use area or other structures that are used to control animals around the watering facility.
13. Visually check that the water is clean and test the water quality periodically for contamination and potability.  Algae and iron sludge accumulation should be addressed in areas with water quality that is known to cause problems.  Treat water as appropriate with chemicals such as copper sulfate and chlorine to maintain a high quality water supply.  Follow local rules and regulations.
14. Drain and/or provide for cold weather operation of the watering facility.
15. Close all valves slowly and in a manner to prevent water hammer from damaging the pipeline and connections.
16. Ensure water pressure is available within design and manufacturers recommendations for watering facility.  Maintain correct water pressure per system requirements.
