Items to inspect and maintain during the 20-year design life of the practice include, but are not limited to, the following:
1. Inspect annually and after significant storm events to identify repair and maintenance needs.
2. Repair any settlement or erosion that occurs around the well with stone and/or soil and reseed as needed.  If this problem persists, evaluate the pipe for leakage and erosion of the fill material into or along the pipe.
3. Maintain mounding and/or water diversions to prevent concentration or accumulation of runoff water around the well head.
4. Promptly repair or replace damaged or inoperable components.
5. Protect the components from damage by farm equipment and livestock.  
6. Maintain required setbacks around well per state and local requirements.  Ensure livestock housing and loafing areas, manure storage, pesticides, fuel or other hazardous materials are not allowed within these required setbacks.  
7. Perform routine maintenance of all mechanical components in accordance with manufacturer’s recommendations, if applicable. 
8. Prior to retrofitting any electrically powered equipment, electrical service must be disconnected and the absence of stray electrical current verified. 
9. The well shall be operated within the yield rating on the official well report.
10. The well construction records shall be kept on file with the maintenance plan by the owner/operator. As a minimum, the plan shall include a statement of identified problems, corrective action taken, date, and specific capacity (yield per unit drawdown) of water well before and after corrective action was taken.
11. The well is not to be used for any purpose other than the planned purpose(s) within the practice lifespan.  If the well is used for any purpose other than the agricultural operation, repayment to NRCS will be requested.
