Items to inspect and maintain during the 5-year design life of the practice include, but are not limited to, the following:
1. Inspect annually and after significant storm events to identify repair and maintenance needs.
2. Periodically grade or re-shape trails or water bars to maintain the designed grade and dimensions.
3. Periodically add surfacing materials where needed (if rills or gullies have formed, ponding or other degradation has occurred) to maintain the trail or landing.
4. Re-seed any areas where the vegetation has been damaged or destroyed to prevent erosion.
5. Inspect culverts, roadside ditches, water bars, and outlets and restore flow capacity as needed.
6. Control access to trails and landings where and when needed for safety, erosion abatement and reduced maintenance costs.
