I.
SCOPE

The work consists of constructing facilities for conveying manure or wastewater and related material 

II.
GENERAL

Installation shall be in accordance with an approved design and plan.  Details of construction shown on the drawings but not included herein are considered as a part of this specification.  Construction activities shall be in accordance with applicable OSHA regulations.

III.
PUMPS AND MOTORS

Pumps and motors shall be of the type as specified in the drawings.  Pumps shall be specifically rated for handling livestock waste.  Pumps and motors shall be installed in accordance with Manufacturer’s specifications.  All wiring and electrical hooks shall meet applicable State and Local Codes.

IV.
PIPE

Pipe shall be of the size, type and pressure class as shown on the drawings.  Pipe shall be installed in accordance with applicable Colorado Conservation Practice Specification 430, and as specified on the drawings.

V.
OPEN CHANNELS

Earth channels shall be constructed to the lines and grade shown on the drawings.  Earth fill for the channel shall be compacted in accordance with the requirements shown on the drawings or as stated in Section VI.

Concrete ined channels shall meet the requirements of Colorado Conservation Practice Specification 428A.
