Pacific Basin Area Quality Criteria

Quality Criteria (QC) establish the minimum treatment levels necessary to adequately address the resource concerns that are identified during the planning process for development of an RMS. The RMS criteria are met when treatment has been planned that, when applied, will resolve all of the identified resource problems.

Additional criteria that should be considered in the RMS planning process include social, economic, and cultural resources. The differing social, economic, and cultural resource situations of a client will affect the type of system planned and the subsequent degree of treatment attained.

The QC for each concern has Practice Standard numbers given. These numbers will be hot linked to Section V Conservation Effects when the Field Office Technical Guides for the field are fully updated and the integration to E-FOTG is nearly complete.

THE AUGUST 7 2002 VERSION OF THE PACIFIC BASIN QUALITY CRITERIA WILL BE REVIEWED BY THE PACIFIC BASIN STATE TECHNICAL GUIDE COMMITTEE AND NATIONAL TECHNICAL GUIDE COMMITTEE PRIOR TO TRANSMITTAL TO THE FEDERAL REGISTER FOR PUBLIC REVIEW AND COMMENT. AFTER PUBLIC REVIEW AND COMMENT, THE AMENDENDED QUALITY CRITERIA WILL BE REISSUED AS A FINAL VERSION.
