Water quality issues are one of the top resource concerns in the State of Florida as well a top priority of 
the Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS).  The State of Florida has recently passed the 
Lake Okeechobee Protection Act (2000) and the Everglades Restoration Act (2000) as well as 
targeting watersheds in North and Central Florida for enhancement through restoration of wetlands and 
better land management.  NRCS is playing an active role in helping the State of Florida meet 
established water quality goals. 

Water quality has direct impacts not only on the quality of life, the economy and cultural well being of 
all our residents and visitors, but also on Florida’s valuable freshwater and marine fisheries.  Besides 
NRCS, there are multiple Federal and State agencies involved with water quality and fisheries issues 
and the references below are merely a partial list of those involved.
